GARBAGE CAN SAFETY REMINDER 

Please continue to have garbage cans placed at curbside by 

7:00 AM on Wednesday for pick-up.  Also make sure that 

cans are removed from the curbside on the same day, 

preferably before dark.  The cans remaining on the 

curbside are particularly dangerous for drivers after dark 

since the cans do not have any reflective areas.  They can 

also block a driver’s vision of children, pets, or vehicles that 

may be on the roadside.   Leaving your garbage can on the 

sidewalk is equally as dangerous as it causes a walker to 

enter into the street.
