This month 's movie is the riveting classic, "Apollo 13" 

with Tom Hanks, Kevin Bacon and Gary Sinese which 

tells the story of what was to have been the United 

States' third lunar landing. Released to cinemas in 1995, 

Apollo 13 was nominated for nine Academy Awards, 

including Best Picture (winning for Best Film Editing 

and Best Sound) and what transpires serves as the 

perfect example of Pushing the Limits of Knowledge as 

the entire NASA team struggles to get the mission 

home safely.
